1. TOOLS AND MATERIALS
REQUIRED:

Utllity knife, rubbing alcohol or
ammonla based wlndow cleaner, clean
rags, 3 or 4 rolls of paper towels or
bathroom paper, medium grlt
sandpaper, cardboard strlps for
wedges, screw drlvers, duct tape or
masklng tape, wads of newspaper.
Elastlc type "BunJI-Cords" may also
be useful.

3. WARMUP THE ADHESIVE:Place
the tube of silicone adhesive (which
was packed with your DASH-CAP)In a
glass of hot water. This willsoften the
adhesive and make it flow easier.

2. PRE-RT THE DASH-CAP: Now Is
the tlme to try your new DASH-CAPon
the vehlcle to make sure you have the
correct model. Push It flrmly' Into
place. Does It flt .properly? .Does the
glove box open OK?
